Prince George’s County – Board of License Commissioners – Increase in Membership (Ross)

This bill increases, from 5 to 9, the membership of the Prince George’s County Board of License Commissioners by requiring the Governor to appoint 7, rather than 4, of the commissioners from the political party obtaining the highest number of votes in the last gubnatorial election in the county; and 2, rather than 1, commissioners from the party receiving the second highest vote total in that election.  The bill also provides for the staggering of the terms of members, as specified, beginning on the effective date of the bill.   The bill’s effective date is July 1, 2011.  Delegate Ross said due to the costs associated with this bill, especially during the hard economic times we are currently in, he asked to withdraw the bill.   Delegate Griffith motioned UNFAVORABLE, Delegate Neimann seconded.  UNFAVORABLE 4-0.  Delegates Barnes and Vallario were absent.  The Prince George’s House delegation will be sending a letter to the Prince George’s County Senate delegation requesting that consideration be given towards those prospective appointees whom reside within the more established communities (inside the beltway).

Prince George’s County – Alcoholic Beverages – Development District Licenses (Davis, Griffith & Vaughn) 
This bill increases, from 4 to 6, the number of Class B-DD (Development District) licenses that may be issued to restaurants located within the area of Ritchie Station Marketplace.  In addition, for each Class B-DD license issued anywhere in the county, the bill authorizes such a license holder to obtain one other Class B license, if all other requirements for a Class B license are met.  The bill is effective October 1, 2011.  Delegate Griffith motioned FAVORABLE, Delegate Summers seconded.  FAVORABLE 3-1.  Delegates Barnes and Vallario were absent.

Prince George’s County – Wine Consumption – Restaurants (Ivey)
This bill allows a patron in a restaurant holding a Class B Beer, Wine and Liquor license to consume wine not purchased from the restaurant if the wine is consumed with a meal.  The bill is effective July 1, 2011.  Delegate Ivey introduced an amendment but this bill was Special Ordered till the next Law Enforcement and State Appointed Boards subcommittee on Thursday, February 17th, 8:30 a.m.; Room 431.
