The committee convened with two bills on the table.

PG-107 – WSSC Governance

Two votes from the prior meeting were reconsidered.  The first was an amendment to remove for the working draft that had been adopted at the last meeting uncodified sections that would have removed all WSSC Commissioners in office prior to November 1, 2004, established new terms and made the bill an emergency bill.  After discussion, a hand vote was held and the amendment to remove the sections passed 5-2, with Delegates Menes and Gaines voting no.

The committee reconsidered an amendment offered at the last meeting to remove section 1-103.1 and all references to the creation and operation of a Nominating Committee.  After debate the motion passed 4-3, with Delegates Niemann, Menes and Gaines voting no.  

An amendment to remove section 1-104, which would give the Prince George’s County Council the same right to initiative removal of a WSSC Commissioner as exists in Montgomery County was moved, but failed for lack of a second.

A motion to reconsider the decision to remove section 1-103 was adopted, so as to consider an amendment that would have changed the composition of the Nominating Committee was put forward and adopted.  After discussion, the amendment failed on a 4-3 vote.  A motion to remove section 1-103 from the working draft was then passed on a 5-2 vote.
Motion made to report the bill out with a Favorable recommendation.  Passed 6-1, with Del. Kelley voting no.

PG/MC 104-05 – Exemption from Service Development Charge

This bill had been special ordered the prior meeting.  Moved Unfavorable.  After discussion about possible amendments, a motion to Special Order once again was made and failed on a 3-4 vote.  

After more discussion, vote on the motion for an Unfavorable recommendation was held, with 4-3 in favor.  As that was not a constitutional majority, the bill will be carried over to the next meeting on February 6, 2005.
