PG-406-Parking of Commercial Vehicles in Residential Areas
 


Meeting convened with discussion on special order bill PG-406.


Council briefed committee stating that there is a law already on the books.  Del. Howard 
wanted to know what the fine was for violation.  The fine is $150.00.  Del. Howard 
would like to see the fine increased.  Del. Howard moved favorably, and seconded by 
Del. Griffith.  The motion was carried.


PG-321-Homestead Credity Percentage-Homeland Security Funding


Delegate Ross asked committee to support PG-321, stating that we need new technology.  


Del. Ross communicated that we are in need of First Responder Equipment, because we 
cannot connect with other state wide agencies.  The bill as it stands now according to 
County Executive needs to be made broader.  The County Executive is in full support of 
this bill.  

PG-307-Public Safety Surcharge


Delegate Ross addressed the committee on PG-307 asking for support for Public Safety.


Del. Ross stated that the murder rate has doubled, there has been 15 homicides so far in 
Prince George’s County.  He says there is a need for this surcharge, to pay for new 
police, fire, etc..  This bill is supported by County Executive’s office, and County 

Council.  This bill if passed will generate at least 20 million a year in revenue.  

Attorney John McDonough addressed the committee relative to PG-307.  If this bill is 
passed the CHDO will not be able to operate because of the impact of the fees. 
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Carl Williams an Executive Director of Saint Paul Foundation also addressed  the 
committee.  He stated the importance of CHDO, and why this would require them 
to obtain more funding.  The Rev. Dr. Kerry Hill founder of Kairos Development Corp, 
Inc. also expressed his concerns because of the impact on the communities they service.  
The Deputy Fire Chief also addressed the committee in favor of amendments to this bill 
stating that would like to receive the total 40%.  PG-307 will be discussed further next 
week
