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The second speaker introduced by Chair Howard was Thomas Himler, Director, Office of Management and Budget.  Mr. Hilmler gave a handout that allowed us to look at the Impact of Governor Elrlich’s Proposed FY 2006 State Budget on Prince George’s County.  The topics discussed were:  State Aid is Critical to County Service 2.  FY 2006 State Aid Highlights 3.  Proposed FY 2006 Budget Reductions 4.  Board of Education Reductions FY 2006 State Aid Breakdown 5.  Capitol Budget Highlights In conclusion, he stated The Johnson Administration looks forward to working with the Delegation to restore the reduction and/or lack of funding for various programs (e.g. GCEI, Special Education, Challenge Grants, Utility Grant, and Program Open Space.  The Administration also looks for your support to increase State funds for school construction and school renovation projects.  We greatly appreciate your support, leadership, and unity over the past two sessions in advocating for additional State funds.
