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The meeting convened at 8:48 a.m.

Delegate Benson opened the meeting with greetings to everyone present and welcomed them back to another General Assembly Session.  She then acknowledged her staff and  presented the Revised Bill Schedule to the Committee for review, modifications and corrections. 

Delegate Benson stated that the purpose for this meeting is to organize the schedule for   

the bills assigned to the Law Enforcement Committee that were heard at the Public

Hearing Meeting in November 2004.  

Delegate Benson announced that Vice Chair Ramsey would preside over the January

27th meeting.

Delegate Benson asked the Committee to look at the bill schedule and the way the bills

are organized to see if there were  any changes needed in an effort to expedite time

during each meeting.   

Delegate Conroy stated that it was her understanding that PG 317-05 was withdrawn by 

the sponsor, Delegate Ross.  Reference  was made to the minutes of the Public Hearing, 

but when checked, there weren(t any notations of the withdrawal.  So the Committee 

asked the Committee Secretary to check with the sponsor of the bill to see if it is still in.

Delegate Benson asked the Committee if there were any questions on the Bills scheduled 

for February 3, 2005 and February 10, 2005.  She also asked the Committee to notice the 

Charitable Gaming Bill scheduled for February 24, 2005.

Delegate Moe suggested that all Bills that were passed during the last session be 

discussed at the first meeting.  A motion was made, seconded and passed to move up the

bills that had passed out of the Delegation in 2004 to the first meeting, January 27th.

PG 300-05 and PG 314-05 were passed by the Delegation in 2004.  PG 342-05, the Charitable Gaming bill also was passed by the Delegation in 2004. 

Sue McNamee agreed to check on PG 306-05 to see if it was passed out of Delegation last session. 

Delegate Moe stated that PG 336-05 and PG 338-05 were withdrawn by the sponsor.  Also, PG 312-05 was withdrawn.

Delegate Benson stated that PG 311-05 was before the Committee several years ago.  Tiffiany Hanna from the County Executive(s Office explained that this bill, that the County Executive is sponsoring, authorizes Fire Investigators to execute search warrants like Police Officers.

Delegate Benson  reviewed the Bills that would be added to next week(s agenda.  She also explained that the new procedure that came out of the Delegation Meeting last Friday is that all Bills voted on in the Committee meeting will not be voted on in Delegation until the following Friday.

Tiffany Hanna requested that PG 311-05 be moved up.  The Committee agreed to move it to February 3, 2005 and PG 305-05 was moved to February 17, 2005.

Delegate Benson stated that there will be a synopsis of each bill at every meeting. 

Delegate Benson asked if anyone had any further questions or concerns and there were 

none.

Meeting adjourned at 9:10 a.m.
