PG 301-05
Alcoholic Beverages Licenses (Off-Sale) B Hours for Sale B 47th District

Sue McNamee, Committee Counsel, explained the bill.  Delegate Ramirez moved to hold the bill and Delegate Turner seconded it.  Delegate Benson stated that, in addition to this bill, PG 318-05 and PG 331-05 deal with the hours of operation for alcoholic beverage license holders.  The committee took a voice vote to hold all three bills until next week.

PG 302-05
Class B (Restaurant) Alcoholic Beverages Licenses - Requirements - 

47th District

Sue McNamee explained the bill.  Delegate Moe asked how many Class B licenses this bill would impact.  Norma Lindsey, Chief Liquor Inspector stated that the bill impacts two and that the bill  concerns the 47th District only.  Delegate Moe moved unfavorable and Delegate Conroy seconded the motion.  The roll was called and the bill was voted unfavorable with a 5-0 vote.

PG 303-05
Alcoholic Beverages Licenses - Food Sales Requirement for Restaurants 

Sue McNamee explained the bill.  Delegate Ramirez offered amendments to the bill.

Delegate Benson explained that the difference between a restaurant and a carryout establishment is that the restaurant is for sitting down and enjoying a meal and the carryout establishment is for taking food out. 

Delegate Turner asked if the bill is county-wide or just for the 47th District.  Delegate Benson stated that the bill is county-wide.   Norma Lindsay, Chief Liquor Inspector stated that carryouts are Class D licenses and restaurants are Class B licenses.  The committee took a voice vote to adopt the amendments.  The motion passed. Delegate Ramirez moved for a favorable report with amendment on the bill and Delegate Moe seconded the motion.  The roll was called but the bill failed to get a constitutional majority (4-1).  The bill is carried over to next week.

Fire Investigators Authorization to Execute Search Warrants and Serve as

Peace Officers 

Sue McNamee explained the bill.  This bill was carried over from the February 3rd committee meeting.  Delegate Moe offered amendments to the bill.  Sue McNamee explained the amendments. She stated that this bill separates the restaurants from the night clubs.  After further discussion, the roll was called and the bill failed to get a constitutional majority.  The bill is carried over to next week.

Alcoholic Beverages  ( Informational Notices

Sue McNamee explained the bill.  Delegate Conroy moved favorable and Delegate Turner seconded the motion.  Delegate Moe asked for an explanation regarding the notification.  Norma Lindsey of the Liquor Board stated the Board gives ample notification to all parties and municipalities concerned and that the bill provides a requirement on an applicant to notify the Municipality.  After further discussion, the committee took a voice vote to hold the bill for further clarification.  The bill is carried over to next week.

Class B - MB/22 Alcoholic Beverages License

Sue McNamee explained the bill.  Delegate Healey clarified that this bill is only about District 22.  Delegate Healey moved favorable and Delegate Turner seconded the motion.
