Del. Niemann called the meeting to order at 6:15PM and announced that there were six items on the agenda:  MC/PG 104-05, 118-05, 113-05, 109-05, 124-05 and 125-05.  

 

MC/PG 104-05 – WSSC-System Development Charge was on the agenda again with an unfavorable recommendation because there was not a constitutional majority for the vote the prior meeting.  It was agreed by the committee, with no opposition, that the bill would be open to amendment.

 

Delegate Vaughn offered Amendment No. 1, which would delete the general section authorizing exemptions for nonprofit organizations.  After discussion, the amendment was adopted on a 5-2 vote, with Del. Gaines and Homes opposing the amendment.

 

Delegate Vaughn offered Amendment No. 2, which would allow the exemption for nonprofit organizations in Prince George’s County alone that provided services to children or seniors.  Del. Ross moved to amendment the amendment so that it would not apply only to organizations that are not religious institutions.   After discussion, the proposed amendment to Amendment No. 2 failed on a 2-4 vote.  Amendment No. 2 was then adopted on a 403 vote, with Delegates Menes, Niemann and Gaines voting against.

 

Del. Niemann moved Amendment No. 3 to strike the section that would authorize exemptions in either county to projects that include a commitment for the preservation of open space.  The amendment passed 5-2.

 

An Unfavorable recommendation was moved on MC/PG 104-05, as amended.  

 

MC/PG 118-05 – Land Use Regulation – Delegation to Municipal Corporations

 

Delegate Menes offered amendments to clarify the applicability of the bill to detailed site plans.  The amendment passed 7-0.  It was then moved and seconded that a Favorable recommendation be given and the committee voted unanimously, 7-0.  

 

MC/PG 113-05 – Maryland-Washington Regional District Boundaries – Delegate Menes asked to Special Order this bill until the next meeting.

 

MC/PG 109-105 WSSC – Commissioners and Audits – The bill has been recommended Unfavorable in Montgomery County.  Moved and seconded for an Unfavorable vote with the PG County Delegates.

 

MC/PG 124-05 – Subdivision Appeals – Judicial Review – Two amendments were offered on this bill to better reflect the intent of its sponsor, the Prince George’s County Council, which is to clarify the notice requirement in the law and who has standing to be able to make an appeal.  Delegate Kelley offered a technical change involving the movement of a bracket to make it clear that a party can enter by an attorney or in writing.  The amendment to the amendment and then the amendments as a whole were adopted.   The committee recommended the bill Favorable on a 7-0 vote.

 

MC/PG 125-05 – Zoning Appeals – Clarifying amendments offered by the sponsor, a favorable recommendation was moved and passed by a 7-0 vote.

 

Delegate Niemann indicated bills #104, 113 (special ordered), 126 and 127 would be on the agenda for next week’s meeting.
