Delegate Joanne C. Benson, Chair of the Law Enforcement Committee, presided over the committee meeting.  She stated the committee needed to discuss PG 331-05 first and then take up PG 301-05 and 

PG 318-05.

PG 331-05
Alcoholic Beverages Licenses (Off-Sale) B Hours for Sale

Delegate Benson explained the bill.  She said the bill states that liquor establishments must close at 

12 midnight and that the bill includes restaurants that sell liquor off-sale.  Delegate Moe offered an amendment limiting the bill to Class A Licenses.  Delegate Benson clarified that Class A License establishments do not include restaurants.  The amendment was adopted by unanimous voice vote.  

Delegate Vallario offered a second amendment that would allow liquor establishments to close at 1:00 a.m., the first year and 12 midnight the second year.  Delegate Moe seconded the motion.  The motion failed by show of hands, 2-2-3.

Delegate Moe moved favorable on the bill as amended.  Delegate Conroy seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The bill passed with a favorable vote 7-1.

PG 301-05
Alcoholic Beverages Licenses (Off-Sale) – Hours for Sale – 47th District

Delegate Benson explained the bill.  Delegate Ramirez moved to withdraw the bill.  Delegate Conroy seconded the motion.  A voice vote was taken.  The bill was withdrawn by the sponsor.

PG 318-05
Class A Alcoholic Beverages Licenses – Hours for Sale

Delegate Benson explained the bill.  Sue McNamee, Committee Counsel, stated that the bill allows liquor establishments to be open from 6 a.m. to 10 p.m.  Delegate Davis moved favorable on the bill.  Delegate Ramirez seconded the motion. The roll was called.  The bill failed to receive a constitutional majority vote, 2-5-1.

Delegate Vallario moved unfavorable on the bill.  Delegate Turner seconded the motion.  The vote was taken by hand vote.  The unfavorable vote on the bill passed by show of hands, 6-2.

Delegate Moe moved that the Law Enforcement Committee meeting adjourn.  Delegate Conroy seconded the motion.
