Minutes:

Committee members in attendance were Delegates Kelley, Holmes, Niemann, Menes, Ross and Vaughn.  Delegates Brown and Gaines were absent.  Prince George’s Delegation Chair Delegate Darryl A. Kelley opened the session and welcomed everyone.

Bi-County Chair, Delegate Darryl A. Kelley, called the meeting to order at 

6:15 p.m., and introduced Delegate Ross as Vice Chair, Netsanet Kibret, Counsel to the Bi-County Committee, and Levern Hicks, Assistant to the Chair of the Bi-County 

Committee.   He gave a summary of Bills that would be discussed:

PG/MC 107-06 – Park Police of MNCPPC – Identify Fraud – Investigatory 

Authority.  Bill is voted as favorable by Delegates Holmes, Niemann, Menes, 

Ross, Vaughn, and Kelley.

PG/MC 108-06 – Park Police of MNCPPC and Police Forces of the University of 

Maryland – Enforcement Authority.   Delegate Niemann asked why the University 

System of Maryland needed to be removed.  Netsanet Kibret explained why the 

University of Maryland needed to be removed, and Lisa Jackson of MNCPP 

explained further.  Delegate Holmes asked question about notification to 

other law enforcement agencies.  Motion made by Delegate Niemann and 

seconded by Delegate Holmes to accept the amendments from Montgomery County to delete the University of Maryland Police from this legislation.  Amendments accepted by 

Delegates Holmes, Niemann, Menes, Ross, Vaughn and Kelley.  Bill is voted as 

favorable by Delegates Holmes, Niemann, Menes, Ross, Vaughn, and Kelley.

PG/MC 110-06 – MNCPPC – Fine for Erecting a Structure or Enclosing an Area.  

Lisa Jackson of MNCPPC explained MNCPPC statement of support and asked for 

amendment.  Bill Special Ordered until next meeting.

PG/MC 111-06 – MNCPPC – Liquefied Natural Gas Facilities – Approval 

Limitations.  Netsanet Kibret explained bill.  Letter of opposition from Washington Gas.  Delegates Holmes, Niemann, Menes, Ross, Vaughn, and Kelley voted bill as favorable.  After the 

favorable vote Delegate Menes asked questions as to whether Washington Gas 

was notified of meeting and discussion of  the Bill. Delegate Kelley noted 

that there was a public hearing on this legislation on November 1, 2005, and 

that Washington Gas appeared and noted their opposition.

Additionally, Delegate Kelley noted that there was a letter of opposition 

from Washington Gas in the file.  Delegate Niemann noted that Washington Gas 

would only be able to speak anyway at the discretion of the Chairman.  

Meeting adjourned by the Chairman.
