Minutes:

Committee members in attendance were Delegates Kelley, Holmes, Gaines, Niemann, Menes, Ross, Vaughn, and Brown.  Chairman Kelley called the meeting to order and presented the Bills that would be discussed.  Chairman Kelley indicated that we would start out of order with Bill 112-06.

PG/MC 112-06 – Prince George’s County – Maryland National Capital Park and Planning Commission – Subdivision Appeals. Delegate Kelley made a motion that Bill be moved as favorable.  Seconded by Delegate Vaughn. Discussion followed.  Delegates Niemann, Ross, Vaughn, and Kelley voted Yea (4), Delegates Gaines and Menes voted Nay (2), Delegate Holmes voted Pass (1), and Delegate Brown voted recused (1).  Bill in limbo.

PG/MC 115-06 – Washington Suburban Sanitary District-System Development Change-exemption.  (Special Ordered)—Delegate Holmes made a motion to accept Delegate Ross’ and Holmes’ amendment.  Motion seconded by Delegate Ross.  Discussion followed.  Delegates Kelley, Holmes, Ross, Gaines, and Niemann voted favorably.  Delegates Brown, Vaughn and Menes opposed.

Delegate Holmes made motion to accept Delegate Vaughn’s amendment.  Seconded by Delegate Vaughn.  Discussion followed.  Delegates Kelley, Holmes, Ross, Vaughn,  Brown, and Niemann voted to accept Delegate Vaughn’s amendment.  Delegates Menes and Gaines opposed.

Delegate Niemann made a motion to accept his amendment.  Motion seconded by Delegate Ross.  Discussion followed.  Delegates voted unanimously against amendment.  Bill was voted favorably with amendments by Delegates Kelley, Holmes, Vaughn, Niemann, Ross, and Brown.  Delegates Gaines and Menes opposed.

PG/MC 103-06 – Prince George’s County-MNCPPC – Text Amendments of Zoning Regulations-Conditions for Approval – The Bill was Special Ordered by the Chairman Kelley, without objection.

PG/MC 106-06 – Maryland National Capital Park and Planning Commission – Municipal Corporations.  The Bill was Special Ordered by Chairman Kelley, without objection.

PG/MC 113-06 – Prince George’s County – Maryland National Capital Park and Planning Commission Zoning Appeals – Delegate Ross made a motion that the Bill was unfavorable.  The motion was seconded by Delegate Holmes.  Discussion followed.  It was determined by the Delegates that the Bill needs clarification.  Delegate Niemann made a motion to Special Order until next meeting. The Bill was Special Ordered, without objection.

PG/MC 114-06 – Maryland National Capital Park and Planning Commission – Subdivision Appeals – Judicial Review.  Delegate Niemann made a motion to accept the Bill as favorable. The motion did not receive a second.  Delegate Ross made a motion to accept the Bill as unfavorable.  Seconded by Delegate Gaines. The Bill was voted as unfavorable by Delegates Gaines, Holmes, Ross, Vaughn, and Kelley (5 yea’s); (1 nay—Delegate Niemann); (1 pass—Delegate Menes); and (1 absent--Delegate Brown).
