The Bi-County Committee Chair, Delegate Darryl A. Kelley, called the meeting to order at 12:55 p.m. Members in attendance at the start of the meeting were Delegates Kelley, Gaines, Holmes, Menes, and Ross. Delegates Vaughn and Niemann later joined the meeting. The following two bills were taken up by the Bi-County Committee:

· PG/MC 125-06 (House Bill 782) –  FAVORABLE WITH AMENDMENTS (voice vote) - Montgomery County – Planning Board – Fines: Delegate Kelley moved favorable on the Montgomery County Delegation amendment to PG/MC 125-06. The motion was seconded by Delegate Ross and the amendment passed on a voice vote. 
Delegate Kelley then moved the bill favorable as amended. The motion was seconded by Delegate Gaines and the bill, as amended, was approved by voice vote.

· VOTE # 1: PG/MC 112-06 (House Bill 1077) – LIMBO (3-2)  – Prince George’s County – M-NCPPC – Subdivision Appeals: Delegate Kelley moved favorable on the Montgomery County Delegation amendment to PG/MC 112-06. The motion was seconded by Delegate Ross and passed with a vote of 3-2. Delegates Kelley, Niemann, and Ross voted in favor of the amendment. Delegates Gaines and Menes voted nay on the amendment. 
Delegate Kelley then moved the bill favorable as amended. The motion was seconded by Delegate Gaines and failed to receive a constitutional majority vote by a vote of 3-2. Delegates Kelley, Niemann, and Ross voted yea and Delegates Gaines and Menes voted nay.
· VOTE # 2: PG/MC 112-06 (House Bill 1077) – LIMBO (4-0) – Prince George’s County – M-NCPPC – Subdivision Appeals: Delegate Kelley the bill favorable as amended. The motion was seconded by Delegate Ross, however the bill failed to receive a constitutional majority vote by a vote of 4-0-3. Delegates Kelley, Niemann, Ross, and Vaughn voted yea on the bill as amended. Delegates Gaines, Holmes, and Menes abstained from a vote.
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
