PG/MC 107-06 – Park Police of the Maryland-National Capital Park and Planning Commission-Identify Fraud-Investigatory Authority-Passed out of committee with a favorable vote. Received a favorable vote of delegation 21-0-1. 
PG/MC 108-06 – Park Police of the Maryland-National Capital Park and Planning Commission and Police Forces of the University System of Maryland-Enforcement Authority-Passed out of committee with two amendments.  The bill was amended and received a favorable vote of delegation as amended, 21-0.
Delegate Howard stated that the Delegation will vote on rules amendments next week. The members will receive copies of the proposed text.  The delegation will meet to vote either next Tuesday or Wednesday.
