At its meeting on Monday, the committee reported out three bills and held one bill over.

PG/MC 119-06/HB 1087-WSSC-Minority and Local Small Business Enterprise Programs-voted out of committee favorable with amendments.  Delegate Menes and Delegate Gaines presented an amendment to the full delegation. It was voted favorable 8-6.  The bill passed favorable with amendments 18-0.

PG/MC 120-06/HB 1090-WSSC-Fuel Gas-Jurisdiction and Regulations-was voted out of committee.  Favorable 19-0
PG/MC 123-06/HB 1074-Maryland-National Capital Park and Planning Commission-Park Police Officers-Collective Bargaining-voted out unfavorable/withdrawn from committee.  Unfavorable 13-0 by show of hands.
PC/MC 121-06/HB 1075-Prince George’s County Delegation and Montgomery County Delegation-voted out of committee. Favorable with amendment 16-0

PG/MC 407-06/HB 1030-Prince George’s County-Telecommunications Tax-Distribution of Revenue.  This bill was voted unfavorable/withdrawn.

 PG/MC 408-06/HB 1026 -Prince George’s County-Transfer Tax-County-Police Officers. (SPECIAL ORDER) Delegate Patterson moved to special order HB1026 for possible amendment.  Motion passed.  Bill is special ordered until February 24th meeting.
PG/MC 413-06-Motor Vehicle-Unattended Vehicles-Penalty.  This bill was voted unfavorable/withdrawn.
PG/MC 415-06/HB 927-Prince George’s County-Liquefied Natural Gas Storage Facilities.  This bill is special ordered for 2 weeks.  It will be on the March 3rd agenda.
PG/MC 416-06/HB 926-Prince George’s County-Education-Parental Involvement Plans. Voted out of committee unfavorable.  Voted unfavorable 11-2
PG/MC 417-06/HB 925-Task Force to Study Implementing a Year-Round School Curriculum in Prince George’s County. Voted out of committee unfavorable.  The bill failed to get a constitutional majority on the unfavorable motion.  The bill is in limbo.
PG/MC 418-06/HB 945-Task Force to Study Implementing a Parental Involvement Grade in the Prince George’s County Public.  Voted out of committee unfavorable.  This bill failed to get a constitutional majority on the unfavorable motion.  The bill is in limbo.
Delegate Howard discussed an amendment she wants to offer to HB1360 if she has the support of the delegation.  The amendment is to change the term “Chief Executive Officer” to “County Superintendent”.  Counsel explained the reason for the amendment.  No one had any objections.  
Delegate Howard recognized the elected officials and thanked them for coming out and being supportive to the delegation.
