PG 409-06/HB 918- Homestead Property Tax Credit Percentage-Emergency Police Hiring Fund-This bill was voted unfavorable 15-0.
PG 410-06/HB 916-Prince George’s County-Towing-This bill was withdrawn.  The delegation voted unfavorable/withdrawn 15-0.
PG 414-06/HB 1027-Prince George’s County-Shopping Centers Security-An unfavorable motion was made on this bill.  It failed to receive a constitutional majority (8-4).  The bill is in Limbo.

PG 420-06/HB 950-Telecommunications Tax-Distribution of Revenue-This bill was withdrawn.  The committee voted unfavorable 12-0.
PG 415-06/HB 927-Prince George’s County-Liquefied Natural Gas Storage Facilities-This  bill was special ordered to the March 3rd meeting.
PG 417-06/HB 925-Task Force to Study Implementing a Year-Round School Curriculum in Prince George’s County-This bill is in limbo.  The vote on the unfavorable motion did not receive a constitutional majority (5-7).
PG 418/HB 945- Task Force to Study Implementing a Parental Involvement Grade in the Prince George’s County Public Schools-This bill is in limbo.  The vote on the unfavorable motion did not receive a constitutional majority (7-6).

PG 302-06/HB 1028- Prince George’s County Additional Fine for Auto Theft Convictions-Auto Theft and Vandalism Prevention Task Force-The delegation voted favorable on the amendment can favorable on the bill as amended (18-0).
