PG/MC 112-06/HB 1077-Maryland –National Capital Park and Planning Commission-Subdivision Appeals-This bill was voted favorable with amendments (15-0).
PG/MC 103-06/HB 1094-MNCPPC-Text Amendments of Zoning Regulations-Conditions for Approval-Delegate Davis proposed a substitute motion for a favorable report and proposed an amendment to the bill.  After discussion, the amendment failed.  The motion for unfavorable on the bill was renewed and passed (15-3).  Unfavorable
