March 25, 2006
Chairman Howard called for a delegation meeting immediately following the first House session on March 25, 2006.  The meeting began at 1:00 PM.  The following members attended:  Delegates Patterson, Menes, Ramirez, Turner, Conroy, Benson, Kelley, Holmes, Proctor, Ross, Parker, Healey, Niemann, Gaines,  Griffith, Vaughn, and Howard. 
There was one bill on the agenda.

PG/MC 125-06/HB 782 – Montgomery County- Planning Board – Fines
Delegate Kelley explained the bill and the proposed amendments.  He moved the amendments.  Del.  Ross seconded the motion.  By voice vote, the amendments passed.  Del. Kelley moved the bill as amended.  Del. Ross seconded the motion. The bill passed favorable with amendments, 16-0.
On behalf of the County Affairs Committee, Del. Patterson presented an amendment to HB 604, a statewide bill on juvenile truancy prevention, that would amend the bill so that it would apply only to Prince George’s County.   Del. Patterson, on behalf of the bill’s sponsor, Del. Niemann, presented the amendment to get a sense of the delegation as to whether or not it would support the concept of the amendment.  After discussion, the chair declined to allow the delegation vote to take up the amendment.
