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The meeting was called to order at 9:20 a.m.

Delegate Benson opened the meeting by welcoming everyone, and thanking Sheriff Michael Jackson and those who were with him for coming.   She presented the Tentative Bill Schedule to the Committee for review, modifications and corrections. 
Delegate Benson explained that the purpose for this meeting is to organize the schedule 

for the bills assigned to the Law Enforcement Committee that were heard at the Public 

Hearing Meeting in November 2006.  She then suggested to the Committee that they 

review three bills which were before the Committee last year, PG 312-06, PG 315-06 and 

PG 317-06.  She asked the Committee if it was their pleasure to discuss these bills first 

since they had been voted out of  the Committee last year.

Delegate Vallario suggested to the Committee that they discuss PG 312-06, PG 315-06, and PG 317-06 now.

Delegate Healey moved Favorable on PG 317-06 and Delegate Ramirez seconded it.  The roll was called and PG 317-06 received a Favorable Vote, 7-0.

The Committee discussed PG 312-06.  Sue McNamee explained the bill.  Delegate Vallario moved Unfavorable on PG 312-06 and Delegate Ramirez seconded it.  The roll was called and PG 312-06 received an Unfavorable Vote, 4-1-1.  The bill is in Limbo because the motion did not receive a constitutional majority vote.

Delegate confirmed the Agenda for next Thursday, February 2, 2006.  She stated that PG 312-06 and PG 315-06 would be added to the current schedule of  bills to be heard next Thursday.
