PG 304-06
Alcoholic Beverages – Unlawful Drinking Open Containers
Delegate Benson explained PG 304-06.  Delegate Moe moved Favorable on the bill.  Delegate Turner seconded the motion.  Delegate Vallario gave comments on the bill concerning the penalties that would likely be given by the court for committing this violation.  Sue McNamee, Committee Counsel, explained that the bill covers open containers and drinking in public.  After further discussion, Delegate Ramirez asked to Special Order PG 304-06 until next week.  Delegate Moe withdrew his motion.  The Committee agreed to Special Order this bill for next Thursday.

PG 307-06
Alcoholic Beverages – Signs on Windows of Premises of Off-Sale 

Licensees

Delegate Benson explained PG 307-06 and stated that PG 307-06 was withdrawn.  Delegate Healey moved Unfavorable on PG 307-06.  Delegate Vallario seconded the motion.  PG 307-06 was withdrawn by voice vote.

PG 309-06
Additional Fine for Auto Theft Convictions – Auto Theft and Vandalism Prevention Task Force 

Delegate Benson explained PG 309-06.  Delegate Vallario moved Unfavorable on 

PG 309-06.  Delegate Conroy seconded the motion. The Committee discussed the issues 

involved in this bill, i.e., auto theft is extremely high in Prince George’s County and the 

fines are too low.  After further discussion, the roll was called and PG 309-06 did not 

receive a constitutional majority vote. The vote was 3-4-0 for the Unfavorable motion.  

The bill is in Limbo.  Delegate Vallario moved to Special Order PG 309-06.  Delegate 

Moe seconded the motion.  PG 309-06 was Special Ordered until next Thursday.
PG 310-06
Alcoholic Beverages – Class A Light Wine Licenses – Gateway Arts and 

Entertainment District

Delegate Benson explained PG 310-06.  Delegate Moe asked to Special Order 

PG 310-06.  Delegate Benson stated that the Committee will Special Order this bill, but all the bills that are Special Ordered for next week must be voted out of Committee next week.  PG 310-06 was Special Ordered until next Thursday.

Container Sizes

Delegate Benson explained PG 313-06.  Delegate Moe moved Unfavorable on the bill. Delegate Healey seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  PG 313-06 received an Unfavorable vote, 7-1.
