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The meeting was called to order at 9:20 a.m.

Delegate Benson opened the meeting by greeting everyone, and thanking them for coming. She stated that the first bill on the agenda is PG 312-06. Delegate Benson stated that the Clerk of the Court for Prince George’s County, Ms. Rosalyn Pugh was present to testify on this bill.  Delegate Benson commended Ms. Pugh on a wonderful job she is doing as Clerk of the Court in Upper Marlboro, Maryland.

PG 312-06
Courts – Docketing Fee for Appearance of Counsel – Payment and Collection

Delegate Benson asked Ms. Pugh to explain this bill.  Ms. Pugh explained the process of appearance fees for attorneys in Prince George’s County.  She stated that bill is primarily geared toward civil cases and that the attorney appearance fee is $10.00 in Prince George’s County. She stated that 30 to 40 notices are sent out each week.  She explained that trying to collect the unpaid fees takes time and costs the court money.  Ms. Pugh asked that the bill be amended to take out the authorization to seek a   contempt citation.  After further discussion, Delegate Valario moved unfavorable on PG 312-06, and Delegate Victor Ramirez seconded the motion.  The Roll was called.  PG 312-06 did not receive a constitutional majority vote.  The vote was 3-4 Unfavorable.

Delegate Moe then moved favorable on PG 312-06.  Delegate Conroy seconded the motion.  The Roll was called.  PG 312-06 did not receive a constitutional majority vote.  The vote was 4-3 Favorable.

Alcoholic Beverages – Unlawful Drinking Open Containers

Delegate Benson explained PG 304-06.  Delegate Victor Ramirez asked that this bill be Special Ordered for next week.  The Committee agreed.  PG 304-06 is Special Ordered for next Thursday, February 16, 2006.
