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The meeting was called to order at 9:15 a.m.

Delegate Benson opened the meeting by greeting everyone, and thanking them for coming. She stated that there were two late bills on the agenda, PG 325-06 and PG 326-06.  She asked the Committee to discuss these two bills first.   

PG 325-06
Board of License Commissioners – Summonses Served by Inspectors

Delegate Benson explained PG 325-06.  She stated that the bill had not had a public hearing.  Delegate Healey asked if the rules had to be suspended regarding the public hearing so that the Committee could vote on the bill.  Sue McNamee, Committee Counsel, explained that the bill could be voted on in the Committee, but needed at least 16 votes in Full Delegation to suspend the rule requiring a public hearing so that the Delegation can take the bill up.  Delegate Turner asked if there was an emergency to get the bill out this year.  Norma Lindsay, Chairman, Board of License Commissioners, explained their concern.  Delegate Turner moved to suspend the rules.  Delegate Ramirez seconded the motion.  After discussion, the Committee agreed to present PG 325-06 to the Full Delegation to vote on suspending the rule regarding the public hearing at their next meeting.

PG 326-06
Alcoholic Beverages License Restriction – Repeal of Exemption

Delegate Benson stated that PG 326-06 also had not had a public hearing.  Dianne Bryant, of the Board of License Commissioners, explained the bill and why they would like it passed this year.  Delegate Benson asked Sue McNamee to explain PG 326-06.  After explanation, the Committee agreed to present PG 326-06 to the Full Delegation to vote on suspending the rule at their next meeting.

PG 320-06
Department of Juvenile Services – Counseling Program for Delinquent Children

Delegate Benson asked Sue McNamee, Committee Counsel to explain PG 320-06.  After explanation,  Delegate Vallario moved Unfavorable.  Delegate Conroy seconded the motion.  Delegate Darryl Kelley, sponsor of the bill, explained why he feels the bill should receive a favorable vote.  After discussion, the roll was called.  PG 320-06 did not receive a constitutional majority vote.  The vote was 4-3, Unfavorable.  This bill is in limbo.  

PG 319-06
Local State of Emergency – Prince George’s County – Reserve Sheriff’s Deputies

Delegate Benson explained PG 319-06.  Delegate Kelley, sponsor of this bill, stated that the bill is withdrawn.  

The Committee gave voice vote for Unfavorable on PG 319-06.  The vote  was unanimous with the exception of 

Delegate Vallario.  PG 319-06 is Unfavorable/Withdrawn.

PG 303-06
Orphan’s Court-Compensation of Judges

Delegate Benson explained PG 303-06.  Delegate Moe moved Favorable.  Delegate Ramirez seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  PG 303-06 received a Favorable vote, 7-0.  

PG 323-06
Alcoholic Beverages Licenses – Renewal 

Delegate Benson asked the Committee Counsel, Sue McNamee to explain PG 323-06. After explanation, Delegate Moe moved Unfavorable.  Delegate Healey seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  PG 323-06 received an Unfavorable vote, 5-2.
PG 314-06
Alcoholic Beverages – Gambling in Licensed Public Establishments

Delegate Benson explained PG 314-06.  Delegate Healey stated that she had an amendment to the bill.  Sue McNamee explained the amendment.  Delegate Ramirez moved favorable on the amendment.  Delegate Turner seconded the motion.  The Healey Amendment passed.  Delegate Ramirez stated that he also had an amendment to the bill.  He explained his amendment.  Delegate Moe moved Unfavorable on this amendment.  Delegate Conroy seconded the motion.  The Committee voted unanimously by voice vote for Unfavorable on Delegate Ramirez’s Amendment.  The Committee agreed to hold this bill until the next meeting.  PG 314-06 is Special Ordered for next Thursday.  

PG 312-06
Courts – Docketing Fee for Appearance of Counsel – Payment and Collection

PG 312-06 was not discussed this week.  It is on the agenda for next week. 

There were no further questions or discussion.  Delegate Benson closed the meeting.
