PG 320-06
Department of Juvenile Services – Counseling Program for Delinquent Children

Delegate Benson asked Sue McNamee, Committee Counsel, to explain PG 320-06.  After explanation, Delegate Vallario moved Unfavorable.  Delegate Healey seconded the motion.  The roll was called. 

PG 320-06 received an Unfavorable vote, 5-0.  

PG 316-06
Property Tax Credit – Public School Teachers and Public Safety Personnel 

Delegate Benson explained that the sponsor had withdrawn PG 316-06.  Delegate Healey moved Unfavorable on the bill.  Delegate Vallario seconded the motion. The roll was called.  

PG 316-06 received an Unfavorable vote, 6-0.  PG –316-06 is withdrawn.

PG 308-06
Alcoholic Beverages Licenses – Exercise of Off-Sale Privileges 

Sue McNamee explained PG 308-06.  After explanation, Delegate Conroy moved Unfavorable.  Delegate Vallario seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  PG 308-06 received an Unfavorable

vote, 6-0.

PG 314-06
Alcoholic Beverages – Gambling in Licensed Public Establishments

Sue McNamee explained PG 314-06.  After explanation, Delegate Vallario moved Unfavorable on the bill.  No one seconded the motion and the Unfavorable motion died.  Delegate Conroy moved Favorable on the bill.  Delegate Healey seconded the motion. The Committee did not vote on the Favorable motion.  After discussion, Delegate Vallario moved Unfavorable on PG 314-06.  Delegate Moe seconded the motion.  The rolled was called.  The Unfavorable motion on PG 314-06 did not receive a constitutional majority vote.  The vote was 4-2, Unfavorable.  The bill is in Limbo.  

PG 312-06
Courts – Docketing Fee for Appearance of Counsel – Payment and Collection

Delegate Benson explained PG 312-06.  After explanation, Delegate Vallario moved Unfavorable.  Delegate Ramirez seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The Unfavorable motion on PG 312-06 did not receive a constitutional majority vote.  The vote was 1-4, Unfavorable.  The bill is in Limbo.

Delegate Moe moved to Reconsider PG 308-06.  Delegate Vallario seconded the motion.  The Committee approved by a voice vote, 6-0.  Delegate Moe stated that he has an amendment to PG 308-06 and would like to present the amendment at the next meeting.  The Committee agreed to hold this bill until the next meeting. 

There were no further questions or discussion.  Delegate Benson closed the meeting.
