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The meeting was called to order at 9:35 a.m.

Delegate Benson opened the meeting by greeting everyone.  She said the Committee would take up

the agenda by discussing PG 308-06 first.   

PG 308-06
Alcoholic Beverages Licenses – Exercise of Off-Sale Privileges 

Delegate Benson stated that PG 308-06 had been withdrawn.  Delegate Healey moved Unfavorable.  Delegate Ramirez seconded the motion.  The Committee took a voice vote.  The voice vote was unanimous on the Unfavorable vote, 5-0.

PG 314-06
Alcoholic Beverages – Gambling in Licensed Public Establishments

Sue McNamee, Committee Counsel, explained PG 314-06.  After explanation, Delegate Vallario moved Unfavorable on the bill.  Delegate Turner seconded the motion.  Delegate Turner stated that the bill needs to have broader application to cover other establishments.  Delegate Benson stated that this Committee is responsible for what happens in alcoholic beverage establishments, but the County Council is responsible for what happens in other establishments.  After discussion and further clarification of the bill, Delegate Turner withdrew her motion to second. Delegate Ramirez seconded the Unfavorable motion.  The roll was called.  The vote was Unfavorable, 5-1.    

PG 312-06
Courts – Docketing Fee for Appearance of Counsel – Payment and Collection

Delegate Benson explained PG 312-06.  After explanation, Delegate Vallario moved Unfavorable.  Delegate Moe seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The Unfavorable motion on PG 312-06 did not receive a constitutional majority vote.  The vote was Unfavorable, 3-3.  Delegate Moe moved Favorable on PG 312-06.  Delegate Healey seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The Favorable motion on PG 312-06 did not receive a constitutional majority vote.  The vote was Favorable, 3-1.  The bill is in Limbo.  Under Delegation Rule 19, PG 312-06 is deemed to have failed because it did not receive the favorable support of a constitutional majority after three consecutive meetings at which the bill was considered.  The bill received an Unfavorable recommendation by the Committee.  

There were no further questions or discussion.  Delegate Benson closed the meeting.  

The meeting adjourned at 9:55 a.m.
