            Chairman Delegate Griffith presented the agenda with the following changes per a special request to hold the following bills listed on the agenda: MC/PG 107-07, MC/PG 116-07, MC/PG 113-07, MC/PG 105-07, and MC/PG 108-07. As a special courtesy, she requested that MC/PG 109-07 be added to the agenda. 
Following a briefing by Netsanet Kibret, Committee Counsel on the bills listed below; the committee had a voting session on each bill:

MC/PG 106-07  Washington Suburban Sanitary Commission-Bonds- 

Advertisement of Sale and Maturity
Bill Summary: This bill provides that State laws relating to the advertisement of sale and maturity of bonds do not apply to bonds issued by the Washington Suburban Sanitary Commission. 
Motion made by Delegate Gaines and Seconded by Delegate Healey.  Bill voted as unfavorable by Delegates Braveboy, Gaines, Healey, Ivey, Levi, and Griffith.

MC/PG 111-07 Washington Suburban Sanitary Commission- Bonds-
Issuance and Advertising
Bill Summary: 
This bill authorizes the commissioners of the Washington Suburban Sanitary Commission (WSSC) to provide by resolution that certain loans authorized to be incurred, and bonds authorized to be issued, be consolidated for sale and issued as a single issuance of bonds.


The bill also requires that notice of sale or advertisement of the public sale of certain bonds be advertised in a newspaper of general circulation in the Washington Suburban Sanitary District.

Motion made by Delegate Ivey and Seconded by Delegate Gaines.  Bill voted as favorable by Delegates Gaines, Healey, Ivey, Levi, and Griffith. Delegate Braveboy abstained.
MC/PG 108-07 Washington Suburban Sanitary Commission- 

Interest Rates on Judgments
Bill Summary: This bill authorizes establishes a legal rate of interest on a money judgment for the Washington Suburban Sanitary Commission (WSSC) as the rate of the weekly average 2-year constant maturity Treasury yield as published by the Board of Governors of the Federal Reserve System for the calendar week preceding the date of the entry of judgment, computed daily until the date of payment, and compounded annually.


This bill also makes technical changes: 3 references of “per annum” are altered to “a year”.

Motion made unfavorable by Delegate Gaines and Seconded by Delegate Ivey.  Bill failed to receive sufficient votes; bill is in limbo.  Yea’s – Delegate Gaines, Ivey, and Griffith.  Nay’s – Delegate Braveboy and Levi.  Pass- Delegate Healey.
MC/PG 109-07 Washington Suburban Sanitary Commission – 
Reciprocal Plumber/Gasfitter Licenses
Bill Summary: Both the WSSC and the State Plumbing Board issue master and journeyman plumber/gasfitter licenses. Currently, a master or journeyman plumber/gasfitter who holds a State-issued license and lives in the Sanitary District (Prince George’s and Montgomery counties) is waived from WSSC examination requirements. There is no such exemption from the examination requirements granted for State licensees who live outside the Sanitary District. 

This bill would grant State-licensees who live outside of the Sanitary District the privilege of being waived from WSSC examination requirements. Effective: October 1, 2007.
Motion made by Delegate Braveboy and Seconded by Delegate Healey.  Bill voted as favorable by Delegates Braveboy, Gaines, Healey, Ivey, Levi, and Griffith. 
The Bi-County Committee meeting adjourned at 10:43 a.m. following the voting session with no further discussion.
