MINUTES OF PRINCE GEORGE’S COUNTY HOUSE DELEGATION

BI-COUNTY COMMITTEE PUBLIC HEARING

MONDAY, DECEMBER 11, 2006

PGCC RENNIE FORUM

Presiding Delegate James E. Proctor, Jr., called the meeting to order at 7:10PM.  Delegates in attendance were: Marvin Holmes, Tawanna Gaines, Doyle Niemann, Barbara Frush, Carolyn J.B. Howard, Michael Vaughn, Veronica Turner and Delegate Elects Jolene Ivey, Gerron Levi and Joseline Pena-Melnyk.
The first bill called was MC/PG 104-07:  Delegate Holmes presented bill for Delegate Vaughn.  (1) George Gates of WSSC said they have taken no position and will be submitting written testimony.  The have not seen Delegate Vaughn’s bill as yet.  (2) Sheldon Edwards also spoke.  Delegates Niemann & Gaines had questions. (3) Stan Ugaric (?) supports the bill but said it mirrors the Commissioner’s bill.   Delegate Gaines asked to consolidate the bills.
MC/PG 105-07 – (1) George Gates supports this bill. (2) Another gentleman and a lady addressed this bill.  Delegate Homes and Niemann posed questions to this speaker.   Delegate Turner spoke on behalf of the County Executive who need more time to evaluate this bill.

MC/PG 106-07 – Delegate Frush read this bill and (1) George Gates supports it.

MC/PG107-07 – Delegate Holmes read this bill and (1) George Gates supports.  Several Delegates asked question regarding the amount of the increase/time of last increase etc, 

MC/PG 108-07 – Delegate Frush read the bill and (1) George Gates supports it.

MC/PG109-07 – Delegate Holmes read the bill (1) Gates supports and (2) Joel Kramer, WSSC Attorney explained some issures and supports.

MC/PG 110-07 – Delegate Frush read (1 & 2) Gates and Kramer support.  (2) Chamber’s Kelly reviewing and assessing the bill.
MC/PG 111-07 – Delegate Frush read and (1) Gates supports.  Delegate Holmes asked how this bill differs from #106?  Delegate Gaines wanted to know if County Council had taken a position.

MC/PG 112-07 – Delegate Holmes read and (1) Philip Robinson of MC Municipal Association has not taken a position on bill.  They will have a position before the session starts.  Lisa Jackson of MNCPPC said they would have a position later.
MC/PG 113-07 – Delegate Frush read and there was no testimony given.

MC/PG 114-07 – Delegate Holmes read this bill.  (1) Bobby Ridge & Collette of PG County Council supports.  Delegates Howard & Niemann has questions. (2) Hamer Campbell of MNCPPC (?) hasn’t had a chance to review yet.  (3) Steve Brayman, Mayor of College Park

said they would support the bill.  Arthur Turner of Central PG Community Organizations, espoused a passionate plea in support.
MC/PG 115-07 – Delegate Frush read, (1) Bobby Ridge (?) addressed questions by Delegates.  (2) George Gates said the Commission has not yet received the bill.  
MC/PG 116-07 – Delegate Holmes read, (1) Gates said they have no position yet.  (2) Bobby Ridge and Collette responded to questions. (3) Arthur Turner eloquently supported this bill.
MC/PG 117-07 – Delegate Frush read, Lisa Jackson said MNCPPC has no position yet.

MC/PG 118-07 – Delegate Holmes read, (1) George Gates supports and said he will work with Delegate Vaughn on this bill.  Delegate Niemann chided the Commission for not having worked out differences before now.  (2) Major difference pointed out by a witness, saying there was a need for emergency legislation to assist the effort of Minority Businesses.  (3) Norma Byrd of the National Minority Business Coalitions says this Bill mirrors Delegate Vaughn’s bill with a slight difference and they would like to work with Delegate Vaughn.

MC/PG 119-07 – Delegate Frush read (1) Steve Brayman, Mayor of College Park presented a handout, along with explanations.  Philip Robinson addressed the issue.
MC/PG 121-07 – Delegate Holmes read the bill.  No witnesses had signed up to speak.

Delegate Proctor announced that a number of Bills (#101, 102, 120, 122 & 123) would be heard at the conclusion of the Law Enforcement Hearing on Tuesday.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:55PM.
