Adoption of the rules—Del. Holmes made a motion to adopt the rules. A vote was taken and the motion passed.
Delegate Frush introduced the delegation staff and asked if there were any questions. She thanked everyone for their support. The office door will always be open to work with county government.
Visitors were introduced-Sheriff Jackson, former Delegate Darrell Kelley and Mayor Craig Moe and County Executive Jack Johnson
The CEO and president from Dimmensions Health Care Corporation were introduced to present the issues facing their health care system. Mr. Calvin brown and Mr. G. T. Dunlop Ecker indicated that they served over 180,000 patients annually. They are looking for financial assistance to provide a stable source of funding, plus capital to replace out-dated equipment. They are hoping for a sale of the system to an academic medical center.
The consultants that were hired to study the problems felt that the management had stuck to the script, but due to the fact that the facilities are old and need to be up-dated and the fact that they served so many uninsured patients drained the resources of the health care facility. Cash flow is an ongoing problem.
County Executive Jack Johnson was available to answer questions on the county’s position on the cash problems.
Laurel regional hospital is losing money and need changes to increase patient satisfaction, therefore helping to increase profits. They need a new ER, a new scanner, new program development, new joint center and a new pain center. 
The financial needs of the Dimmensions health care system were presented and it was discussed how to help them achieve their goals.
There was a question and answer period.
Delegate Frush thanked all those involved for coming. Future meetings were announced and a motion was made to adjourn.
