Minutes of the Prince George’s County Delegation Meeting

February 9, 2007

The meeting was called to order by Chairwoman Delegate Barbara Frush at 9:33AM.  All the Delegates except Delegates Benson, Barnes, Turner and Vallario were present.  Delegate Braveboy led the group in prayer.

Delegate Frush asked all the mayors present to introduce themselves: Craig Moe of Laurel; George Denny of Brentwood; Malinda Miles of Mt Rainier; Walter James of Bladensburg; James Walls of District Heights; Lee Walker of Landover Hills; Calvo of Berwyn Heights and Mayor Miller of Capitol Heights.  Sheriff Michael Jackson and Councilmen Tony Knotts and Ted Turner were also acknowledged.
The morning speaker was Dr. Ronald Williams, President of Prince George’s Community College.  He spoke of the many accomplishments of the college during his tenure of the past eight years, as well as programs and projects for the future.  He said the college was addressing many challenges at the local level.  A number of Delegates including Jay Walker, James Proctor, Melony Griffith, Marvin Holmes, Doyle Niemann, Anne Healey and Jolene Ivey posed queries, comments and praise to Dr. Williams.

PG 422 -07 – Asked to special order one week – Voice vote approved.

PG 410-07 – An amendment was offered and accepted by voice vote.
PG 423-07 – An amendment was offered and accepted by voice vote.

PG 424-07 – Three amendments were offered and approved by voice vote.

PG 412-07 – This bill is still being worked on.  Voted Unfavorable by voice vote.

Delegate Ramirez and Law Enforcement:
PG 313-07 – Held over from last week.  Amendments were passed out and a discussion on the bill followed.  The bill was ‘held’ and the Delegation invited a County Rep to speak with them after the meeting.
PG 304-07 – The Capitol Plaza Bill amendments were circulated and accepted with a roll call vote.

PG 307-07 – Bill was special ordered at least one more week.

SB207/HB288 – Delegate Ross was asked to explain the “Tobacco Tax Bill”.   He stated that the Chairwoman of Way & Means (Delegate Hixon) wanted to receive a concept letter from The Delegation.  A discussion by the Delegation followed.  Delegate Frush asked for a motion to write the letter.  The motion was approved.
